CAMP RULES
Welcome to our 11th annual summer program in care of Camp United. We would like to thank the parent(s)/guardian(s) for entrusting our professional and enthusiastic staff with your children.  

We were blessed to obtain the Baltimore Polytechnic Institute as our place of summer operation for the year. We want to ensure that your child will have the ultimate camp experience by having you to adhere to a few notes below to foster a meaningful camp experience for your child. We will have several skill development/ enrichment activities such as basketball, martial arts, Drama, dance and recreational swimming. The Fine Art Dance portion & Drama Club of Camp United has a “Grand Finale” which entails a marvelous fashion and dance expose’. We also have a super sized moon bounce that will be available for all campers to get rid of that excess energy. 

PARENTS/STUDENTS ENTER THROUGH THECAFETERIA DOOR WHICH IS LOCATED THROUGH THE COURTYARD.
RULES: To ensure your child’s safety along with the safety of other campers, we strongly suggest that you go over these absolutes. There will absolutely be no hitting, spitting, kicking, obscene/inappropriate touching or language while at the camp. Remind your child that they are representing his/her family when they are in our care. We reserve the right to cancel any child’s camp privileges with no refund for breaking any one of the rules. If there is a problem or your child feels there is a problem, we would recommend the child come to an adult staff member in charge so we could resolve the situation on the spot. We must remind children that there will be absolutely no running or bouncing of balls in the hallway area. Most, if not all, situations are preventable if our campers were perfect. Knowing that everyone falls short of grace sometimes, we ask that you repetitiously remind your son(s) and/or daughter(s) to treat others the way they would want to be treated. All children must be at a stage where they are willing to share, display sportsmanship and work well with others. We will have an age range from 4-12. If a camper sees a child doing something inappropriate we expect that child to inform an adult immediately. We expect all campers to listen and respect the authorities of Camp United. NO PHYSICAL CONTACT WHAT SO EVER. CHILDREN MUST KEEP THEIR HANDS AND FEET TO THEMSELVES.

NO CELL PHONES:  There will not be any cell phones allowed at the camp. Camp United will not be responsible for lost or damaged cell phones. We strongly recommend that your child does not bring a cell phone to summer camp. Camp United will not hold or store cell phones for children.  No Exceptions, Thank you for your cooperation.

GAMES: Camp United will not be responsible for lost games or handheld devices that may be brought from home. 

DVD’S/VCR TAPES: There will be opportunities for students to watch movies and Camp United has purchased many movies for the summer. Children are allowed to bring in or watch DVD’s/tapes at the camp. However, we will not allow any source of black market DVD’s/tapes and all movies must be PG/G rated. Please make sure that personal movies are obtained at the end of the day. Camp United will not be responsible for any movies left at the camp.
MONEY: Parents, to prevent lost monies please seal all trip money or snack money in a small envelope, or if you feel your child can be responsible for their money it can be given to them.  We will not take trip money for children unless it is in a sealed envelope with the child’s name on it.

NAP TIME: For the little ones and who ever would like to nap there will be time after lunch for that and or any time during the day.  Please send in a mat or blanket with your child marked with their name on it.  

TRIPS: All children are not obligated to go on every trip. There will be adult staff at the school. Field trips are subject to change and we also want to venture on new trips as we continue to do our research and take suggestions from our parents. Trip schedule and fees TBA. 
T-SHIRTS: All campers are required to purchase a camp T-shirt at $10.00.

COOK OUT: Periodically during the summer Camp United may suggest a camp cookout. If this occurs we will send home notification prior to the intended date requesting donations from parents and campers. Donations can be food or monetary. 

PAYMENTS: Payments are on a week to week basis and are due on the Monday of each week. Children will not be admitted in the camp unless payment in full is made by Monday morning. However, you could pay for more weeks at a time upfront. All bounced checks will be required to pay a fee of $30.00. We are not equipped to give extra discount for camp sessions; cost is $95.00 per week. There is no refund of any monies paid toward the camp. We are not equipped to offer part time rates. There is an additional $10 per week if you wish to drop off at 7:30 a.m. Payments not received on Monday will be assessed a $10.00 late fee. 
Wavier:  I understand all campers must be signed out by 6:00 pm daily by a listed adult on the registration form. I understand that if my child is not picked up by 6:00 pm, I will be assessed a $1.00 per minute late fee thereafter due at pickup. I acknowledge that my child and I have read and understand Camp United rules and regulations.  I understand that if my child is suspended/ expelled from “Camp United” for any reason, it is at my expense and I am not entitled to a refund. I understand that I have insurance and recognize the risk of injury, illness or death.  I the legal guardian give permission for my child to participate in all activities of the camp, bus field trips outside activities on or off campsite.  I knowingly assume all risks and dangers inherent and incidental to the activities and thereby, will not sue or hold BCPSS and/or United Educational Corporation or staff liable for any injuries or damages. Program Procedures

Program Arrival - Students will enter through the gym door at rear of school across from the football field and meet in the Gymnasium for check in each day. Camp hours are from 8:00 am – 6:00 pm. Before care and after care are available at no additional cost. Before care will begin at 8:00 am and after care will be until 6:00pm. Early Bird services are available for an additional $10.00 per week. Drop off time for early bird service is 7:30 a.m. 

****NO CARS OR CAMPER DROP OFFS ARE ALLOWED TO ENTER IN THE COURT YARD OR ALONG SIDE THE GYMNASIUM BUILDING.  ALL CARS MUST BE PARKED ON THE STREET ADJACENT TO THE FOOTBALL FIELD.
****ALL CAMPERS MUST BE PICKED UP AND SIGNED OUT BY AN ADULT BEFORE 6:00 pm. AFTER 6:00 pm all late pickups will incur a $1.00 a minute late fee due immediately upon arrival.
Check-In –Check in sheet will be at front desk daily, each camper should be checked in daily and signed out daily.

Nap Time- Please send in a mat or blanket with your child if they will be napping.  

Change of Clothes- Please send in a change of clothes marked with your child’s name on the bag.  

Storage of Belongings – Storage bins will be available for campers to place bags and belongings in. Separate storage will be available for lunches that may need refrigeration.

Meals – Breakfast, lunch and dinner will be provided daily at no additional cost. Snacks will be sold daily following lunch and will be available to campers at parents’ discretion. 
Activities Sessions – Participants will be divided into groups based on activity selections and the scheduled activities for that day.

Child Pick-up - Parents / Guardians should enter through front of school and proceed to the gym and request a staffer to locate the child.  The program ends daily at 6:00.  Late pick-ups will incur a $1.00 per minute late fee due immediately upon arrival.

Cell Phones/Electronics/Games- No Cell Phones, electronics or video games allowed at camp.  Camp United will provide movies/games.
